“We would love to see new faces at our tournament, especially those new to duplicate,” said tournament chair Pat Bridgeplayer. “Bridge is bridge, regardless of the type of scoring used. This is a great opportunity to share the game we all love with new friends and partners from our area.”
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The tournament will include a free lecture by world champion and bridge columnist Charles Goren at 9 a.m. Saturday.
