Houston Middle is excited to offer a new after-school club to our students for the 2011/12 school year – Bridge Club! If you are unfamiliar with the card game of bridge, it is a partnership game full of strategy and tactics.  It is part math, part science, part reason, and embodies the skills of cooperation, logic and problem solving.  


Additionally, bridge has been shown to improve students’ cognitive learning skills which are crucial to successful test taking.  In a 2005 study performed by Dr. Christopher Shaw of Carlinville, IL, it was found that bridge playing students out-scored their non-playing counterparts on the Iowa Test of Basic Skills by 15 points in Science, 10 points in Math, and 7 points in Reading.


While any of our students could be successful in Bridge Club, you may especially want to encourage your child to participate if they enjoy playing games (YES, bridge can be played online!), are successful at problem solving, or if your child needs an additional academic challenge.  Additionally, Bridge Club is excellent for students who may need extra help academically.  The game uses math and science concepts, while maintaining a fun non-classroom environment.  

Bridge Club will take place between 2:15 – 3:30 every Wednesday afternoon, and sign-ups are happening now.  Have your child see Mrs. DeMoville in room 205 to join Houston Middle’s School Bridge Club!
