Directions to Fireman’s Memorial Hall

From New Jersey
Alternate Route #1: Take Walt Whitman, Ben Franklin or Betsy Ross Bridge to Schuylkill Expressway West towards
Valley Forge/King of Prussia. Take the Conshohocken Exit. At the end of the ramp you will see a McDonald’s on the
right up the hill. Stay straight. You will cross the Schuylkill River and then be on Fayette Street. Go about 0.3 miles to
New Elm Street (aka West Elm). Turn left. The Hall should be straight ahead and visible from the corner. Parking can be
found in the parking garage at the top of the hill at the intersection of Forrest Street and Hector Street. (NOTE: Friday
afternoon parking will be limited.) This is the primary route from Central and South Philadelphia.

Alternate Route #2: Take Exit 6A off NJ Turnpike into Pennsylvania and the Pennsylvania Turnpike. Exit the Turnpike
at Norristown (I-476) and go South about 4 miles. Exit at PA Route 23. Turn right and go to the end, where you will see
the McDonald’s on the right up the hill. Then go straight as indicated above. This is the primary route from extreme
Northeast Philadelphia unless taking US 1 (Roosevelt Expressway) to Schuylkill Expressway.

From the South, West and North
Take the Schuylkill Expressway or I-476 (Blue Route) to Conshohocken (Rt. 23) and then proceed as above.
